• Getting You and Me to Gathsemane – Matthew 26

• A Place – Christ prayed the night before he was betrayed

• The battle before the cross: Christ’s will (flesh) vs God the 

Father’s will (Matt 26:39)

• Gathsemane “Olive Press” – foretold of Christ suffering – He 

was bruised, beaten, pierced, pressed and trodden

• Made holy, hallowed (sanctified), king and priest, and a light
