* Prayer: Agree with God in 2 things: We will do what
we hear from Him through his word (Ja 1:22) and we
will tell someone about it (1 Co 2:13).

* Leader explains the passage. (what does it mean?)

* Team members restate in their own words, or
illustration what it means.

If needed, use open-ended questions such as,

* “Are there words or ideas that God would have you to
address?”

* “What things in this passage speak to you?”

* “What things in this passage are relevant to our
lives?”

* As we go through this passage, write down the thlngs
God puts on your heart so we can discuss th&gin our

groups.
