e Those who come for the wrong reasons (to try to change us for example) will eventually dispute.
V. 2-4: judging and despising. Example of vegetarians: (Those who are vegans for religious reasons.)

e Resist trying to change their minds. Rather, focus on showing grace (receiving them).

e God has received him, we should too. Resist judging & despising. Leave to the Lord.
V. 5-6: what you do or do not do unto the Lord. Ex.: Holy Days (Jewish new moons, festivals).
e Those who do these things do them unto the Lord (not unto ).

e If God allows it, let's dare not disallow it.
e That does not mean they get to it here. (Gal 4:9-11; 5:1)

V. 7-9: that we are all the Lord’s. As his, we ought not have an attitude to judge or despise
others who are also
