 Jude 1:14 –Enoch was the seventh [generation] from Adam.    

 Picture drawn in Hebrews so far = A revelation of Jesus! 
-First: Look at vs 1-3 – compare John 1:1-4.                  By faith – Creation.   
-Next: Abel. Vs 4.  Here is the way of salvation. Death had come in because of sin. But by faith in God’s revelation (Gen 3) 
Abel was able to acknowledge his personal need for God’s forgiveness through an atonement.  So, Abel brought a more  
excellent sacrifice than Cain. He obtained witness that he was righteous.   By faith – Justification.  
Abel ALSO pictures for us not only the way of salvation, but also the mature Christian life.   
Abel’s death is a type of the Lord Jesus Christ and His sacrifice.  Phil 3:10   By faith – Conformation.   
-Now: Heb 11:5a – By faith Enoch (HERE’S THE PICTURE!) was translated that he should not see death.

I.                       By faith – _____________________.  Heb 11:5-6   
 

 Just like you and I are to do, Enoch prophesied of coming judgment. Jude 1:14-15   

 Just like you and I) Enoch did not pass through any judgment. Gen 5:21-24   

 Note the times in which Enoch lived!  Matt 24:37; Rom 1:28-32  

 Enoch was “translated” (carried over.) He did not die!  Heb 11:5 
    “Translate” shows up 3 times in your KJB.  2 Sam 3:10; Col 1:23: Heb 11:5. 
 

 Enoch was translated = RAPTURED!  The same is true of the Church. We are to prophecy to the world of what is coming.  
But, when the Lord comes, Christians will be will be translated (raptured.)  1 Cor 15:51-58; 1 Thes 5:9-11; 4:13-18
